Isaiah 43:16-21: The poet, prophet Isaiah 

proclaims to suffering Israel a brighter, glorious 

future.  Israel shall return home and shall be 

saved so that ñthey might declare my praise.ò 

Philippians 3:4b-14: Paul stresses the Christian 

life as a matter of living into Godôs promised 

future, of leaving something behind so that a life 

fare better might be fully embraced. 

John 12:1-8: Jesus is anointed, as if for burial, 

by a woman who loves him.  Thus we are given 

a preview of the events that are to await him in 

the coming week.

The true prophet speaks what God 

wants the people to hear, not always what the 

people desire to hear. 

Philippians 2:5-11: In this great hymn, Paul 

praises the Christ who though he was God, 

humbled himself, taking the way of the cross in 

service to God, in the salvation of humanity. 

Luke 22:14-23 or Luke 23:1-19 or Luke 

19:28-40: Our Gospel lesson is the dramatic 

story of Jesusô passion ï  

the arrest, trial, and  

crucifixion of Jesus.   

When Jesusô critics  

urge him to silence  

his exuberant  

followers, Jesus says  

that if they were silent  

even the stones would  

shout forth his praise.

Why Palm Sunday?  
 
Palm branches are mentioned in only one of the four Gospels (see John 12:12-15). So why do 

we call the first day of Holy Week Palm Sunday?  

 

Tradition plays an important part in church history. During Jesusô time, Rome was the worldôs 

leading power. Whenever the Romans were victorious in battle, citizens traditionally threw 

palm branches in the returning heroesô path.  

 

This was the accepted custom of reception. So when Jesus rode into Jerusalem, it was 

appropriate that he receive a heroôs welcome. One week later, he would be victorious over 

death.
