    PDA has now raised over 

$4,000,000 for short and long 

term earthquake recovery in 

Haiti.  Over 35,000 hygiene 

and baby kits have been 

distributed. Recently $52 

thousand in emergency funding 

was transferred to our local 

partner, MPP in Haiti. 

Altogether, PDA has committed 

more than half a million dollars 

to immediate relief and recovery 

efforts in Haiti. 

Pray For the People Of Chile 
    On Saturday, February 27, 2010, an earthquake 

measuring 8.8 occurred off the coast of Chile. Our 

partner church in the region, the Evangelical 

Presbyterian Church in Chile reports no victims. We 

currently have no PC(USA)-appointed mission personnel 

deployed in Chile. PDA is working with our ecumenical 

partner Church World Service (CWS) in Chile to provide 

basic humanitarian assistance and to help local partners 

in assessing the needs. One Great Hour of Sharing funds 

will be used for an initial response.  
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Clean Water for Rwanda Campaign 
 
 
   The Outreach Committee, in support of the Kiskiminetas Presbytery, is sponsoring a 
Clean Water campaign to help our Rwanda partners realize the dream of clean water for 
their district .  Clean water is an essential we take for granted in our lives.  Unfortunately, 
the same is not true for our brothers and sisters in Rwanda. 
   The current project will require $34,000, 50% of which will be funded by the Rwanda 
government.  Churches throughout our presbytery are holding events to help raise the 
remaining $17,000. 
   Information on this campaign will be presented during worship on April 18th and 25th.  
An special offering will be received May 2nd with all donations going directly to the 
efforts of the Clean Water Project.  Envelopes will be available in the pew racks.
