Roof Project Work Resumes    

      The Trustees report that work will resume on the 

roof beginning the first week in May.  Last fall 

efforts were made to stabilize the situation and wait 

out the winter; and what a winter it was!  Now that 

the weather has improved the work can begin in 

earnest. 

    Fisk & Sons, Inc., a company based in Erie, will 

be doing the work which will consist of replacing 

flashing, refitting the copper scupper boxes in the 

roof drainage area, work on the thru wall flashing as 

well as other items.   

     In 2009  $35,00.00 was borrowed from the 

Endowment Fund to pay for the repairs. The roof 

repair campaign recommended by  

the Trustees reached  

$21,935.00 in donations.

May 2 
Acts 11:1-18: Peter is given a vision 

from heaven of all sorts of animals let 

down in a sheet.  He is told to prepare 

the animals for food.  “Nothing I have 

made is unclean,” Peter is told.  Later 

he will find that the vision is not so 

much about unacceptable food as 

about acceptable members of the 

church.

Acts 16:16-34:  Paul releases a young woman 

from her affliction and in the process causes a 

great disturbance among the people.  Paul and 

Silas are jailed, yet, by the intervention of God, 

their imprisonment becomes an opportunity for 

them to witness to the gospel. 

Revelation 22:12-14, 16-17: “I am the beginning 

and the end,” says the voice from the throne as the 

Revelation ends in a great and joyous, Amen! 

John 17:20-26: Jesus prays for his disciples, 

asking that they may all be one.

Acts 2:1-21: It is the day of Pentecost.  Jews from 

every nation on the face of the earth are gathered.  

Then, with a mighty wind, the Holy Spirit shakes 

the foundations where the followers of Jesus were 

gathered, descending upon them, empowering 

them to speak and to hear.  And thus the church is 

born.

Pentecost Offering ɀ May 23rd  
 
    Pentecost Sunday is an amazing, life-giving day in the community of faith. At Pentecost, 

we celebrate the coming of the Holy Spirit to transform all of creation. Through participation 

in the  Pentecost Offering we bring the transforming love of God to children at risk and 

celebrate God’s ministries in the lives of youth and young adults.  

    The Pentecost Offering supports our efforts to nurture the faith of Presbyterian young 

people. It helps us call forth a new generation of leadership in mission service through the 

Young Adult Volunteer program. Using a portion of the receipts, our congregation can make a 

difference in the lives of children at risk in our own community.  

 

       Donations received through the offering are distributed in a manner that allows a wide 

and varied impact on ministry that deals with children at risk, youth and young adults through 

the following ministries: 

    As is the custom, 40 percent will be retained for ministries on behalf of children at risk in or 

around Jefferson County.  These funds are directed by Session to an organization serving  

local youth.     

    The remainder of the funds are directed to the General Assembly to be allotted to ministries 

working with youth. Such ministries include: 

     Denominational advocacy for children at risk (10 %)  

     Denominational ministries with youth and young adults (25 %)  

     PC(USA) Young Adult Volunteer opportunities (25 %)  

   

    In 2009 $510.00 was collected for the Pentecost Offering.   

$204.00 was directed to Pennsylvania Cares.
