   Laps of Love is an outreach 

ministry that provides lap 

quilts to members and friends 

who are in assisted living 

facilities or who are facing 

difficult illnesses.

to complete quilt tops.  

Because of the number of 

quilts needed by the Outreach 

Committee, two more work 

sessions have been scheduled.

education building.  Both will 

begin at 8:30 a.m.

   In early June a visitor arrived with  a copy 

of The Presbyterian Church of Brookville , 

Pennsylvania: A History in his hand.  Ken 

Clagett mentioned in his conversation with 

the staff that he is a descendant of A.B. 

Fields, who pastured this church from 1874 

to 1880.  In his booklet, Historical 

Discourse, Mr. Fields  provided much of the 

information about the early years of our 

church.   

   As Ken was leaving, he commented on the 

beauty of our church building.  Beyond the 

physical structure, where can the beauty of 

our church be found?  We find it in the 

members of this congregationï those who 

have come before, those who are in the 

present, and those who will follow. Our 

mission is unending: a commitment to the 

service of our Lord.

*We called our first full -time pastor in 1863  

*We have been led by 5 stated- supplies, 1  

   interim and 20 installed pastors 

*The manse was built in 1884 at a cost of  

   $7,927.00 

*The present church building was built in  

   1905 at cost of $50,000
