/ [ntenm PHSZ’OI' very rich experiences of worship with
the participants at Pine Grove. They
have been fully involved with us in
sharing in dramas, discussing Bible passages, praying with and for each other,
including the laying on of hands, and singing with enthusiasm, providing music
with their praise band.

They often introduce us to other inmates as the group that provides the
Hershey candy bars and little Debbie cakes at Christmas. Thanks to the gener-
osity of the congregations of Kiskiminetas presbytery we have been providing
candy bars and little Debbie cakes at Christmas since the prison opened. We
provide one of each (candy bar and little Debbie cake) for each inmate.
Through the years the population at Pine Grove State Correctional Institution
had grown to over 1200.

We are hoping to do the same this Christmas. We have found a supplier
in Indiana (Pa) who will sell us the candy bars and little Debbie cakes at a dis-
count. We are asking congregations to give money for the purchase of these
items at the discount. Through the years the candy bars and little Debbie cakes
have been donated, collected and transported to Calvary Presbyterian Church
in Indiana. Then a few days before Christmas we would load them all up and
transport them to Pine Grove.

By giving money this year we can save resources by buying all the candy
bars and little Debbie cakes at a good discount, and loading them and trans-
porting them directly to Pine Grove SCI.
